Data Harvest Dataloggers

How to setup Second Virtual Sensor (Volume) and set the graph axis’s labels (Example for Titrations)

1. Attach the pH sensor to channel 1 and attach the datalogger to the computer via the serial or USB connection.

2. Start the Data harvest EasySense Software

3. Open the “Snapshot” mode.

4. Click on “Tools>Pre-Log Function”

5. Click on the down arrow on the right of the field under the “Preset function” and Choose “Titration”

6. Click on the down arrow on the right of the subfield under the “Titration” and Choose “Ask for the Volume Added”

7. Click on “Next”

8. Leave the name “Volume”

9. In the Channel maximum type the size of your burette.

10. Click on “Finish”

11. Click on “Display” Menu

12. Choose X-Axis

13. Select “Channel”

14. Click “OK”

15. Click with the cursor on the top of the name “pH” at the bottom of the graph window. It will change to “Volume”. If you want to reverse the graph click on the “volume” at the bottom and then click on the “pH” at the left.

16. Start the experiment. You will see that the value fluctuates. Wait until stabilize and click with the cursor in the middle of the graph section. The system will ask for the volume. Type 0 for the first point. Add solution from the burette. Wait for the pH value to stabilize and click in the middle of the graph. The system will ask for the volume. Read from the burette and type in. REMEMBER the Volume is ALWAYS the TOTAL!

17. Repeat 16 procedure until the titration is complete.
The ‘Setup of the Virtual Sensor’ procedure and the way of adding information will work for any other experiment.
